How to get to Universite Pierre et Marie Curie/Jussieu from the 

airport Charles de Gaulle-Roissy: 

Take the transfer bus to the RER (a sort of express local train) Charles 

de Gaulle (CDG) stations; there is one station for Terminal 1 and 

one station for Terminal 2. If you arrive at the sub-terminal D or 

F of CDG-T2, you may reach the RER station CDG-T2 by foot. 

Then, take the RER train for PARIS (both direct train and "omnibus" go 

to Paris); the RER line is called line B. Get off at the "SAINT MICHEL" 

station, which is also a METRO (underground) station, and look for an  

orange sign CORRESPONDANCE to find the METRO, line 10, direction "GARE 

D'AUSTERLITZ" and get off at the "JUSSIEU" station. 

How to get to Universite Pierre et Marie Curie/Jussieu from the train 

station "GARE DU NORD" (where trains from Belgium, UK, Germany etc. arrive): 

Take the RER, line B, direction "SAINT REMY LES CHEVREUSES", get off at 

the "SAINT MICHEL" station and carry on as explained above. 

-How to find the meeting place within the University campus: 

Once outside the "JUSSIEU" station, enter the University campus by 

the main entrance. You are now facing a large central tower 

surrounded by many small towers, labelled by numbers in a systematic 

way.
